James 
Carter and Karl von Möller,  
both warbird enthusiasts 
from Melbourne are be-
hind the venture and it’s 
their fascination with war-
bird aircraft and a desire 
to tell a ‘ripper of a yarn’, 
that’s driving this exciting 
production being shot all 
over Australia.

Before the camera first rolled in August 2006, James and Karl had 
spent six years of their own time and money exhaustively research-
ing the legend of the Oakey Spitfires. Their research endeavours 
have taken them throughout Australia, chasing up any leads that 
might shed further light on the legend.  They have also had the op-
portunity to speak to countless serving and former ADF members 
from the Navy, Army and Air Force who have all heard of the story 
and recounted 
their version of 
events. With 
everything 
they now have 
in their posses-
sion,  the hunt 
is on in earest.
